The total revenue projected for Los Angeles Leadership Primary Academy is $5,767,089.00, of which 

$3,403,608.00 is Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) funds, $755,268.00 is other state funds, 

$25,000.00 is local funds, and $1,583,213.00 is federal funds. Of the $1,583,213.00 in federal funds, 

$423,306.00 are federal CARES Act funds. Of the $3,403,608.00 in LCFF Funds, $872,514.00 is 

generated based on the enrollment of high needs students (foster youth, English learner, and low-income 

students).
